ABERDARES * GREAT RIFT VALLEY « MASAI MARA

This is one of our most popular short safaris because it offers a wonderful combination of mountain
scenery, lake birds and plains dotted with game. En route you will see thorn trees: flat-topped,
umbrella trees, traditionally where travellers would post messages for each other.

Start in Aberdares National Park, an area of exceptional natural beauty. Your stay here is at Treetops,
one of the most famous game viewing lodges in the world. Move on to Lake Naivasha where over 450
species of birds have been recorded in and around this freshwater lake.

Finally the safari ends in the world-famous Masai Mara, home to the big five. You will stay at Mara
Simba Lodge, which overlooks a dramatic bend on the bank of the Talek, a tributary of the Mara River,
gently blending into the surrounding wilderness. The Thorn Tree Safari offers great value and can be
combined easily with a few days on the beach.

This safari operates every Tuesday throughout the year (Fridays and Mondays until 29 October 2010)
It also operates on Saturdays from 16 July 2011 — 29 October 2011.

TREETOPS LODGE

Day 1. Tuesday - Heathrow—Nairobi
Fly from Heathrow overnight to Nairobi.

Day 2: Wednesday - Aberdares

Transfer to the Safari Lounge, where you can freshen up before departing
for lunch at the Outspan Hotel (180 km). Transfer to Treetops. (Limit your
luggage to an overnight bag, the rest can be stored at Outspan. Bathroom
facilities are shared). Overnight: Treetops (lunch and dinner included).
Treetops will be shutting for refurbishment sometime next year, during which
time accommodation will be at the Serena Mountain Lodge (dates to be
advised).

LAKE NAKURU

Day 3: Thursday - Lake Nakuru—Lake Naivasha ) S
Drive to Lake Nakuru (180 km), collecting luggage en route. Enjoy a game B 0
drive in the Lake Nakuru National Park, sanctuary to one of the largest
populations of rhinos in Kenya, plus Rothschild’s giraffes, leopards and
lions. Drive to Lake Naivasha (80 km). Overnight: Lake Naivasha Simba
Lodge (breakfast, lunch and dinner included).
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Day 4: Friday - Masai Mara
Drive to the Masai Mara (250 km). Afternoon game drive. Overnight: Mara
Simba Lodge (breakfast, lunch and dinner included).

Day 5: Saturday - Masai Mara

Enjoy an early morning balloon flight over the Mara, followed by a bubbly
bush breakfast (optional extra £275), or an early morning game drive
followed by breakfast at the lodge. A second game drive will take place In
the late afternoon. Overnight: Mara Simba Lodge (breakfast, lunch and
dinner included).

Day 6: Sunday - Extension or Heathrow
Return to Nairobi (300 km), then proceed with your chosen beach
extension or return to Heathrow (breakfast included).

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ON SAFARI IN KENYA

The Swahili word 'safari’ literally means 'journey'. Today, the word has been adopted
throughout Africa to encompass the thrill and excitement of game viewing. East Africa
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lays claim to some of the world's finest game viewing against a backdrop of diverse

and dramatic landscapes.

GAME DRIVES

A safari guarantees both excitement and the unexpected! This includes close encounters with wild animals, bumpy roads
and helping out when the odds are down. Game drives normally take place early morning and evening when the animals
are more active, and last between one and two hours. At some lake lodges game drives are not provided, although
optional excursions may be purchased locally. Game drives are not included at tree lodges, as they overlook waterholes
and salt licks which attract animals during the day and night. It is worth noting that game viewing is not an exact science

and sightings of particular species cannot be guaranteed.

ON THE ROAD

Safaris often cover long distances on rough and uneven
roads and may be dusty or muddy. Drives between game
parks and lodges are made at a relatively high speed in
order to make the journeys as comfortable as possible.
Occasionally vehicles may become stuck in mud or even
break down, but help is normally available nearby.

YOUR SAFARI VEHICLE

Safari vehicles are driven by expert driver/guides, who
have extensive knowledge of the regions and wildlife.
Microbuses in Kenya have game viewing hatches
(accessible from the rear seats) and are equipped with a
cool box for you to store your drinks.

Standard Microbuses
are ideal for groups of 5
or more, while Premier
Microbuses are more
spacious. Four Qs B :
