
Day 1: Saturday - Heathrow–Nairobi
Fly from Heathrow overnight to Nairobi.

Day 2: Sunday - Amboseli
Transfer to the Safari Lounge, where you can freshen up and store any
additional luggage. Depart for Amboseli (250 km). Afternoon game drive.
Overnight: Amboseli Sopa Lodge (lunch and dinner included).

Day 3: Monday - Amboseli
An early morning game drive followed by breakfast at the lodge. Later take
an afternoon game drive.
