Day 1: UK to Mombasa
Depart the UK on an overnight flight to Mombasa.

Day 2: Mombasa to Tsavo East National Park
You will be met on arrival at Mombasa airport and depart for Tsavo
East National Park, arriving in time for lunch (170 km - approx 3 hours).
Combined with Tsavo West, these two parks make up Kenya’s largest
safari park, covering an area larger than Wales. One of the most
impressive features of the parks landscape is the Yatta Plateau, the
largest lava flow in the world. Otherwise, the park is formed of grass
and scrublands, and is an important home to large amounts of wildlife.
Much of the park is closed to visitors, allowing the animals to live In
their natural habitat while at the same time living in the protection of the
national park. After enjoying an afternoon game drive, return to the
Ashnil Aruba Lodge, where you will stay for two nights. The delightful
lodge is a wonderful place to relax in between safaris - you can enjoy
the swimming pool, take a nature walk or simply sit on the viewing deck
and listen to birdsong. Lunch and dinner are at the Lodge.

Day 3: Tsavo East National Park
Today you will enjoy early morning and late afternoon game drives
inside the national park. The park is well-known for its large numbers
of elephants - often covered in dust, giving them a reddish hue, as well
as impressive prides of lions. Buffalo and giraffe are also present, as
well as smaller animals such as zebra, gazelle and wterbuck, and
prolific birdlife. You will get some incredible wildlife viewing and some
wonderful photo opportunities. Enjoy breakfast, lunch and dinner at the
Ashnil Aruba Lodge,

Day 4: Tsavo East to Mombasa
After enjoying a final breakfast at the lodge, drive to Mombasa for a
five night stay at your chosen beach hotel. Alternatively, add a further
week to create a 14 night holiday in total.

Day 9: Mombasa to UK
Transfer back too Mombasa airport for your return flight to the
UK.

Tsavo East makes up part of Kenya’s largest national park. A safari here will allow you the chance to
see incredible herds of elephants and lion, set against an amazingly diverse backdrop.
